Should 
the objection be deemed to be frivolous or unfounded, the deposit 
shall be forfeited.  The show committee reserves the right to cancel or 
promptly alter any class without stating a reason. 
 
No receipts for entries will be sent.  Should Exhibitors wish to receive 
their numbers before the Show Day, an A5 stamped addressed 
envelope must be enclosed with the entries. 
 
HATS / RIDING BOOTS / DRESS CODE / SPURS 
Any person riding on the show ground must wear a hard hat and 
correct riding boots, whether competing or not.  For showing in-hand 
classes all handlers 16yrs and under MUST wear hard hats, all other 
handlers to be appropriately dressed.  SPURS / DRESS SPURS MUST 
NOT BE WORN IN ANY SHOW CLASSES. 
 
BACK PROTECTORS 
It is recommended that competitors wear a back protector to BETA 
Level 3 for jumping classes. 
 
HANDLERS 
Handlers of Colts / Stallions must be 12 years and over 
 
LEGAL LIABILITY  
The show committee or any persons acting on its behalf will not be 
held responsible for any accident to competitors, horses, spectators or 
any vehicle or any property on the showground. or illness to ponies, 
horses, riders, spectators, or any person.

Method of Judging 
 

a) Horses / Ponies will enter the ring individually and jump a course 
of 10 jumping obstacles designed to produce a maximum of 10 
jumping efforts.  Course builders are recommended to avoid 
fences with related distances. 
 

b) Each jumping effort will be marked out of 10 – at the judges 
discretion. 
 

c) There is no set penalty for a pole down or run out, but three 
refusals will result in elimination. 
 

d) A fall of a horse or rider will result in elimination. 
 

e) There will be no mark awarded for confirmation or manners, but 
marks will be awarded for the overall  impression at the 
completion of each round – maximum 20 marks. 
 

f) In the event of a tie, the overall impression mark will determine 
final placings.  Should there still be an  equality of marks, the 
jumping marks will be taken into consideration – the comparison 
beginning with fence one and continuing thereafter until a result 
is achieved.
