The show will be a Shetland Sheep Society official show and winners of the Shetland classes will qualify for the annual flock competition.     The Oxford Sandy and Black Pig Society are offering to members only, a Best of Breed rosette for the best Oxford Sandy and Black Pig and also a Champion of Champion qualifying rosette.  The Kune Kune Champion will qualify for the Champion of Champions at Newbury and the Dexter classes will count towards their national championship.        Ponies will compete for the for the NPS Silver Medal Rosette Championships/ NPS/ Kilmannan Stud M&M In Hand Silver Medal Rosette Championships,   the NPS/Equestrian Market Place M&M In Hand Summer Championship  and  the NPS/Saracens Horse Feeds M & M Home Produced In Hand National Championship.
