If you put your “tested clear” mare to a “tested clear” stallion:
· The foal will be clear.

· It can never produce a foal carrying the FIS gene.

· There is NO possibility of “throwbacks” to produce an FIS Syndrome foal or a carrier. 
You MUST check the mare’s and the stallion’s status though.

· It’s impossible to produce an FIS Syndrome foal, or an FIS carrier, IF the test has shown both parents are clear.

· There IS always a possibility that paperwork is not correct! - whether by accident or by design.

· Don’t let anyone tell you that because a mare or a stallion has never produced an FIS foal, it is FIS clear. The “luck of the draw” may have concealed its FIS carrier status. TEST if you are not certain.

· ASK TO SEE THE TEST CERTIFICATE and make sure it truly belongs to the animal in question before you decide to breed.

If you have a sick foal and you’re not certain of mare’s or stallion’s FIS status, remember, the test is there to find out whether you have an FIS foal or whether it is suffering from some other illness that needs to be treated. This is an important matter of animal welfare.
