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NEWS FROM GERMANY

Autumn is coming and so it might be time to have a little look back to the last “German

Fell” months.

Firstly the members of the German Fell Pony Society (and the members of the German
Dartmoor Society) want to thank Bob Charlton and his family for coming to the
Aachen Pony Festival and Bob’s judging of the Fell and the Dartmoor classes. We
have been honoured by the visit of the families G Guy and W S Potter, who hopefully
had a “nice day out” with a look at a strange way to show ponies!

Male Champion of the Fell classes has been Heltondale Black Prince [11 (reserve: Hel-
tondale Ranger 11, the female Championship has gone to th much “decorated” Helton-
dale Ruby IT {reserve: Sleddale Heather Bell)

The main problem of the Fells in Germany is the long distance between them - so we
have to show our ponies mostly alone in the area where they live. Heltondale Bracken
V living since the end of the last year in northern Germany, has had his first coming out
as a driving pony during June and August this year, promoting the Fells by winning the

dressage phases of his driving events.

Heltondale Anne living in the north too, is doing everything a pony could be asked. so
she is doing dressage at events which are mostly for Warmbloods, it is very rare that
she is not placed between the first four in very, very big classes. Heltondale Black
Prince and his great-grandson Narnias British Boy have been shown as the mounts of
Border Reivers jumping over (small) fires. British Boy has been the first Fell repre-
sented in the “new part” of Germany at the Leipzig horse-fair earlier this year, In
August we had our first Pleasure Ride organised by the family Dombrowski with the
Fells Drybarrow Ivan, Guards Poppy, Heltondale Brownie and Heltondale Bess, Hel-
tondale Ranger IT, Restar Tracey and as a guest, an Icelandic pony.

Nine foals are born this year in Germany, mostly colts, so we have around 140 Fells in
Germany now. Additionally there must be around 30 to 40 “dealer fells” normally we
hear about them only when problems appear. We are glad to say that we could avoid
problems on the beaurocratical side of Fell-breeding in Germany tiil now. The German
FPS is working well with Germany studbooks and is an eleted member of the “Pony
Breeders Group” of the National Federation since this spring. We and especially the
new owners are waiting for some new members of our Fell population: Greenholme
and Murthwaite fillies and 2 Lownthwaite colts who will come over to the Continent in

the next four weeks, Barbara Muller

Time to say goodby - Being 17 years old now, a grand old gentleman and personality,
champion of many shows home and abroad in Europe, a trustworthy pony in cvery situation
and under &ll circumstances a much loved member of his human family. Heltondale Black
Prince HI will retire from the show ring right now. Black Prince will share his
show-retirement with his mares and effsprings, and will show the qualities of a well-bred
Fell under-saddle and at home, hopefuily for many, many years to come.

As | am writing this letter we had just had our Annual Breed Show which was really a great
event with 78 ponies. The judging lasted until 14.00 hours, and also in the afternoon there
was a Dressage class ridden and driven as a show element during the day. The results will
be published in this magazine.
As the responsible council member for comminications with the FPS, we are in the last stage
of the re-registration process of the ‘missing ponies’ we want to ask you all to co-operate
with us solving this individual problem, we need your help in doing the parentage tests.
When this is all solved, which has to be before the end of the year, I think it was a good les-
son for all of us, because it will remind us to remember the rules which we have made to-
gether, and allow us to follow procedures properly. We should not forget that it is not
only the Dutch who make mistakes, | think also at your side, people have closed their eyes to
some of the rules! however, I am pleased that this issue will be resolved soon.
We are starting to think of having a Stallion show early next year before the season starts, the
owners are able to show their best stallions and it will avoid problems during our Annual
Breed Show with the Mares! We have a Breeder Commission as you have seen in the above
information: There goal is to improve the quality of the Fell Ponies in Holland,
Breeding Standard - Stallion Selection - Upgrading Possibilities !
The Public Relation Commission is also a new part of our Society, who is promoting the Fell
Pony’s in Holland in every respect: Shows, Exhibitions, Free Publicity. The latest news is
that the Television Broadcast SBS6 will make a reportage of the Fell Pony and the way to
use him on Wednesday 15th September 1999.
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I am glad to say that the co-operation with the Secretary Judy and the FPS Council is
going well and we are satisfied about the way it goes at the moment, but we all know
that there is some more work to do looking ahead to the EEG Rules for Registration
and Identification. We have to get the matter solved , and it is in your best interests to
know which pony belongs to which pedigree, and we think it is better to be prepared,
than to wait till the EEG Parliament will dictate to all the European Horse Societies
how to handle their Studbooks, but Horse Identification and Registration is already a
standard rule.

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FELL PONY BREEDERS ASSOCIATION
Report by Carol Morland

On 3rd June 1999, a meeting of the FPBA was addressed by Dr Mark Holmes
of Cambridge University Veterinary School, and Paul May MRCVS and An-
drew Holliman MRCVS of the Penrith Veterinary Investigation Centre. They
are currently working together with Leahurst and Edinburgh on researching
the Fell Pony “foal Syndrome”. As Dr Holmes is one of only ten equine im-
munologists in the worrld, we felt very priveleged that he was able to attend
our meeting.

Dr Holmes gave an interesting and informative talk about his work at Cam-
bridge, which gave the Breeders a better insight into the work of the Veteri-
nary Scientists and their needs, and during the useful discussion which fol-
lowed, the Veterinary Scientists learned of some of the problems that certain
aspects of the research had caused the Breeders.

The next morning Dr Holmes accompanied Paul May to a Fell Pony Stud
where semi-feral ponies are kept. Blood samples were taken from several
healthy and extrememely lively foals with belligerent dams, with rain pouring
from the Cumbrian skies in stair rods, an exercise which Dr Holmes said had
given him a clear understanding of some of the difficulties mentioned the pre-
vious evening.

All who attended thought that the evening had been very worthwhile and ex-
tended their thanks to Dr Holmes, Paul May and Andrew Holliman.

In particular, we are grateful
to Rens Hofstede and Barbara Muller for the co-ordination of this activity and for
managing the difficult logistics involved.

We would also like to say how delighted we are to receive so many letters and
telephone calls from you each week, which keeps us in touch with events and affords
us the feeback necessary to define our way forward. The scientific teams have made
great progress in their understanding of the nature of the Fell Foal Syndrome. It has
been very encouraging to see how successful the research teams have been. They
have submitted two scientific papers this year on the work that they have done so far
and they have continued to apply for further academic funding based on the ‘pump
priming work that we have been able to finance.

We should also like to add our thanks to our patron Sir John Miller and the patron of
the Fell Pony Socicty, Her Majesty The Queen who both gave visible support to the
Fell Pony this summer at Lowther Country Fair, We are grateful that they took the
opportunity of speaking to the scientists who were present, which brought them up to
date with the progress of the scientific research and their combined encouragement of
FP2000 charity activities. Thank you again to the two research scientists Dr Derek
Knottenbelt and Dr Stuart Carter, who both reatranged their holidays to be able to
spend the day at Lowther answering questions from the general public and promoting
Fell Ponies.

We have been asked by the research team to carry out another post foaling survey of
all breeders again this year and the survey forms will be posted out some time during
the coming quarter. Your information is of great value to the researchers and we ask
for your help in completing the information requested and posting back to the
university as you did last year.
