| have been a member of the Fell Pony Society since the day | was born, far too
many years ago. | was brought up showing and breeding Fell ponies. | rode at the
NPS Championships at Roehampton aged 11, and my father won the Supreme
Championship the same day on Linnel Sandpiper, who subsequently went to Aus-
tralia. Then, aged 17, | stood Supreme Champion in my turn, on Linnel Flighty.
Both my grandfather and father were presidents of both the NPS and FPS in their
time. As such it is a great privilege for me to follow in the footsteps of them
both, and an honour to have been elected by you all.

2010 is a marker year for the Fell Pony Society. This year has seen the most sig-
nificant developments into the preservation and maintenance of our breed in the
last century.

Secretary’s Report

We finally moved into our new office ear-
lier this spring - we are extending our house
into the adjacent barn, and after getting
the roof sorted and new windows in, the
first job for Graham, my husband, was to
make us a large downstairs room with its
own entrance so that visitors don’t have to
come through the house to find us. We
have more space for the office, plus stor-
age space, a small kitchen area and a loo,
so we are completely self-contained with
everything in one place at last. Having said
that, it’s all in one place but we have a lot
of sorting and filing still to do. Graham is
now thinking about installing a snooker
table in the room when we reclaim it from
the Society at some time in the future!

The administration of sending out FIS kits
and returning results has been quite time
consuming - we have sent out exactly 400
kits so far. The initial rush has died down
but more requests are coming in now that
people are having their foals tested. As
notified in the last magazine, Council de-
cided that the Society would fund the test
for stallions licensed this year and for any
affected foals. Because of the confidenti-
ality if the test, we don’t know in the of-
fice if you have had an affected foal
tested, so if you want to reclaim the £40
test fee, you need to get in touch with the
office and let us know. We were very for-
tunate a couple of months ago to be suc-
cessful in being awarded a grant from the
RBST of £3,000 towards the cost of funding
these tests, and we are very grateful to
them for their help.

The Society has also been very apprecia-
tive over the years for the help given by the
grant received from the Horserace Betting
Levy Board. We had been contacted earlier
in the year to say that they would honour
our 2010 grant, despite budget cuts, and
we have recently been notified that their
2011 budget for rare breed society grants
has been substantially cut. However, we
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will still receive a grant in 2011, but it is
likely to be £3,820 instead of the £5,870
received previously. This will be confirmed
in October, after they have received our
annual return which | am working on at the
moment.

Foal registrations are coming in very
slowly this year - well under a hundred so
far - I’m sure there are lots more to come -
get them in quickly if you are planning on
entering foals for the sale and don’t forget
that fees are double if the registrations
arrive after 30 November. We’re trying to
get up to date and on top of everything in
the office as I’ve been called for jury ser-
vice from 27 September - hopefully it will
just be for the standard two weeks, but it
has dropped right on the time when we will
be doing the sale catalogue. We hope we
will have got this magazine sent out before
| go, and | sincerely hope it doesn’t run on
too long as | have a holiday booked at the
end of October, which is usually a quieter
time in the office.

Although the sun is shining today, there’s
a distinct nip in the air and it’s beginning to
feel and look quite autumnal. It seems
quite a while since the Breed Show, which
went very well despite some heavy show-
ers. | thoroughly enjoyed the open day and
ride and drive at the Wilkinson’s last
month, especially my drive out with Sue
Millard and Ruby - the day was blessed with
wonderful weather and everyone seemed to
have a great time. As we move into the
autumn, the end of the financial year looms
and | will need to get the books to the ac-
countants as soon as | return from holiday
in November, and then it will be Christmas!

October 2009

3 Matters arising from the min-
utes of the Autumn General Meeting
held on 24 October 2009

Miss Longsdon invited Mr David Murray
to give a quick update on progress on
his plan to take two pack ponies along
Hadrian’s Wall. Mr Murray said that a
year ago, he had about a 20% chance of
succeeding with his plan. He thanked
all those members who had helped him
over the last year. There were ap-
proximately 140 landowners and tenant
farmers occupying the land adjacent to
the wall and no official access for
horses. It had been an uphill battle,
but 127 had now given permission for
his venture, and he now had a 45%
chance of success. He hoped members
would continue to support him.

Miss Longsdon told members that our
Daughter Society in the Netherlands
had asked for a further meeting with
Council after the Stallion Show in May
to put forward their ideas on progress-
ing the issue of stallion licensing.

Miss Longsdon said that she was sure
members had enjoyed the delightful
reports in the magazine from the young
people who head taken part in the
‘Learning With Fells’ project last year.
It had been a great success; they had
thoroughly enjoyed it and had learned
a great deal. Two candidates for this
year had come forward so far and any-
one interested should contact the of-
fice as soon as possible. (Two more




candidates put their names forward
after the meeting.)

The International Show being organ-
ised by Roy Ottink would take place on
4 September - the venue was likely to
be in the Netherlands at the Ottinks’
place. More details would be available
later.

After being told that there would be
no place for a Fell Pony Show at Low-
ther in the future, it had now been
announced that the whole event was
cancelled. Mrs Morton told members
that the driving had been taken over by
the North West Driving Club and there
would be a driving competition at
Holker Hall. Mrs Charlton said that this
was on the same weekend as the Breed
Show this year.

Miss Longsdon asked members to join
with her in thanking Mrs Millard for
another splendid magazine. She hoped
everyone had enjoyed it, as Mrs Millard
must put hours of work into producing
it.

4 Chairman’s Report

Miss Longsdon said that October to
March was usually fairly quiet, but this
year had been tremendously busy,
mainly due to the announcement in
November that a carrier test had been
produced for the syndrome. This had
caused an enormous amount of extra
work, but it was a splendid thing and
would be a very useful tool for the So-
ciety. We were very grateful to the
research team, who would be arriving
later to give the same presentation
that they had given to the EGM in
January, for the benefit of those who
missed it then.
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She said a great big thank you to Mrs
Parkin and Mrs Wilkinson in the office
for all the work they do and said that
other Societies had commented on how
the workload increases and increases.
She told members that she would like
to stress that the Society’s Rules and
Regulations and decisions were made
by Council, not the office or the Chair-
man - they were there to carry those
decisions out. We were responsible
back to the members who voted the
Council into office. Please help the
Society by submitting information cor-
rectly and promptly - if paperwork has
to be returned, it causes delays and
extra expense - please try to get it
right first time.

The Society had sent all members a
draft letter about the proposed Horse
Tax to send to their MP - how many had
actually sent it?

Voting
would b e online
(showingworldonline.co.uk) and she
encouraged members to go home and
vote for him.

Congratulations were due to Mr & Mrs

month.

Miss Longsdon thanked Mrs Gwen Wil-
liamson for serving as our President for
the last two years - she had been ex-
cellent and had been to everything.
The Society had been very lucky with
its Presidents over the years. Mrs Will-
liamson said how much she had en-
joyed it. There had been only one can-
didate put forward for President for
the next two years - Mr Bob Charlton.
All. members present were in favour
and he was duly elected. Mr Charlton
said that he was both honoured and
scared - it would be difficult to follow
Mrs Williamson, Mrs Newall, Mr Harri-
son and those before, but he would do
his best and thanked members for
electing him. He said that he would
try to keep going for the Society as
long as he could. Miss Longsdon said
he was needed to keep the Chairman in
order, but Mr Charlton replied that he
had been trying to do that for years!
Miss Longsdon thanked Mr Charlton and
Mrs Hill for all the work they had done
whilst on Council - Mr Charlton had also
been Chairman for several years and
Mrs Hill had chaired the Publicity, Pro-
motions and Projects Sub-Committee.
She also thanked Mrs Ward who had
now stood down as Chairman of the
Show Sub-Committee - she had put in
an enormous amount of work and given
up a lot of time to it. Mrs Charlton had
taken over as Chairman - many thanks
to her also. Miss Longsdon thanked Mrs
Robinson, her Vice-Chairman, and all
other members of the Council - they all
gave freely of their time to attend
meetings and to do all the work
needed to keep the Society running -
many thanks to them. She was also
very aware that most people in the
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room helped the Society in one way or
another - the Society wouldn’t run
without all of them - thank you to all.
Finally, she thanked all the people who
provide and serve the teas for the gen-
eral meetings - they asked that mem-
bers make a donation of at least £2.
Thanks also to those who provided the
teas at Council meetings.

5 Result of Postal Voting for
Council

There had been six candidates for
four places this year. The four suc-
cessful candidates were Mrs Sarah
Charlton, Mrs Glenis Cockbain, Mr Mi-
chael Rawlinson and Mr Chris Thompson
- they were elected to Council for a
term of five years. Miss Longsdon
thanked Mrs Millard and Miss Simpson
for standing for election, and hoped
very much that they would stand again
in the future. 608 members had been
eligible to vote, having paid their sub-
scriptions by 15 February. This meant
that half the membership had not paid
by then and were therefore unable to
vote, which wasn’t very good. Of
those eligible to vote, only 205 actually
had, which was poor - Council needs
the support of the members. Please
try to encourage others to use their
vote. Miss Longsdon thanked Mr Miles
Mandelson, who had been our scruti-
neer for the voting, for doing a very
competent and professional job.

6 Adoption of Accounts for year
ended 31 October 2009

Mrs Parkin reported that last year had
been a very healthy year for the Soci-
ety - we had ended the year with a
surplus of £5,350 to add to our re-



serves.  Although the country was in
recession, we saw an increase in mem-
bership and an increase in the number
of foal registrations. The number of
ponies transferred stayed constant with
the previous year. We also saw an in-
crease in sales of merchandise, largely
due to the DVD, which had been on
sale for a year now, and also to some
new lines in clothing. There was a
small reduction in income from our
shows, due to lower entries at both the
Stallion Show and the South Cumbria
Show, and reductions in the gate and in
catalogue sales at the Breed Show.
The show expenses increased due to
the purchase of a new tent, but we
would have the benefit of that for
many years. The 200 Club had done
well and showed an increase in income
- thanks were due to Mrs Cockbain and
Mrs Wilkinson for their efforts there.
Office expenses had increased slightly -
there was an increase in computer re-
lated expenditure after putting the
database online for members, but
there was a reduction in staff costs.
Insurance costs had increased after we
took out a new policy to cover the
shows, which gave us improved cover.
The closing stock showed an increase,
due to the stock of DVDs and new
clothing, but | did take the opportunity
to write off some of the smaller slow
moving items.

There were no questions and adop-
tion of the accounts was proposed by
Mrs Hill and seconded by Mr Metcalfe.
The accounts were formally adopted by
the members.

7 Resolution to appoint Langdales
Accountants Ltd as Accountants to
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the Society and to accept an Account-
ants Report rather than a full Audit

The resolution was proposed by Miss
Walker, seconded by Mr Mallinson and
agreed by the members.

8 Secretary/Treasurer’s Report

Mrs Parkin told members that last
year she had said that they were hop-
ing for a quieter time in the office af-
ter having got the AGM out of the way -
she felt exactly the same this year.
Some of last year’s foal registrations
were still unresolved because of a
problem with the type of microchip
used by some breeders in the United
States, but she thought the end was in
sight. Consequently, she had only just
started working on last year’s Stud
Book, so having it ready for the AGM
last year was obviously a one off. She
was aiming to have it printed before
the Stallion Show.

On the subject of the shows, the
schedules and entry forms for this
year’s shows were available at the
meeting and could also be downloaded
from the website by clicking the links
on the calendar of events. Foal regis-
trations forms were also available at
the meeting.

One of the reasons they had been
busy in the office had been the re-
sponse to the Foal Syndrome test - we
had sent out around 150 kits and were
now receiving the sealed results to pass
on to the owners, and of course, the
invoices from the Animal Health Trust.
The plan to return results to vets for
kits issued from the office didn’t work
out - the AHT found it too time con-
suming, so results were returned to the



office in sealed envelopes and then
sent on to the owners.

On the financial side, our bank ac-
counts were still looking healthy, with
the Trust Fund at just over £9,400, the
Deposit Account at £54,500 and just
over £3,000 in the current account. We
had received our grant from the Horse-
race Betting Levy Board, which was
greatly appreciated and would allow us
to pay our premiums and grants as
usual. This week we had received a
generous donation from our patron,
Her Majesty the Queen together with
her best wishes to the Society for the
forthcoming year.

Mrs Parkin thanked Katherine for her
hard work in the office, and Mary and
the Council for their help and support,
and the vast majority of the members
who seemed to appreciate what was
done in the office.

Miss Longsdon thanked both Mrs
Parkin and Mrs Wilkinson for their work

in the office, which ran very smoothly.

9 Reports from Delegates and
Sub-Committees

Mrs Robinson reported that the
Conservation Sub-Committee had not
moved forward much, but there was
some light at the end of the tunnel.
She was due to have a meeting with
someone from the National Trust who
was responsible for land management
and land use in the Lake District Na-
tional Park. She hoped to have some-
thing to report at the autumn meeting.
The awards for last year’s Performance
Points would be presented at the end
of the meeting - forms for 2010 were
available on the Society website.
There had been a good response last
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year. One participant had been disap-
pointed because their entry had been
lost in the post - some entrants had
sent their forms by recorded delivery
which was probably a good idea. Miss
Longsdon thanked Mrs Robinson for or-
ganising the points scheme and encour-
aged members to participate in 2010.

Mrs Jones, Judges Sub-
Committee, told members that there
was one new probationer judge for
2010 and that two new judges had
been put on the panel. The assess-
ment for probationer judges this year
would be held on 25 September at
Inglewood Equestrian Centre. Anyone
interested in taking part should contact
her - contact details were in the maga-
zine. Miss Longsdon thanked Mrs Jones
for her involvement in the Society’s
activities.

Mrs Millard, Overseas Sub-Committee,
said that most recent news had been
reported in the magazine. There were
some overseas members present at the
meeting today. Miss Longsdon had al-
ready mentioned the International
Show being organised by Roy Ottink.
The sub-committee were currently
looking at the reports submitted by
branches and hoped to be able to rec-
ommend them to Council for approval
for 2010. A new French translation had
been done of the amended Fell Pony
article on the website, and German,
Dutch and Danish translations were
awaited. They would be posted on the
website after checking. Miss Longsdon
thanked Mrs Millard - it was a diverse
job looking after our overseas groups
and she was extremely competent.

Mrs Hill, Publicity, Promotions and
Projects, said that the 2011 calendar
was available for sale on the merchan-



dise stand, and that photos that had
been submitted could be collected
from her. She thanked Mr Capstick and
his friend for judging the photographs.
Future photos should be send to Mrs
Barbara Dunne who was taking over the
organising of the calendar - she en-
couraged members to submit photos of
a variety of activities and it would be
interesting to see more photos of po-
nies overseas. She had resigned as
Chairman of the sub-committee and
was leaving the other members to get
on with it. It was time to start thinking
about the next International Conven-
tion due in 2012, as it would be 10
years since the Jubilee event. Anyone
with ideas or who would like to help
should get in touch. She looked for-
ward to attending the activities and
seeing how they were getting along
without her. Miss Longsdon thanked
Mrs Hill for her time on the sub-
committee and the work she had done.

Mrs Murray, Show Sub-Committee,
said that show schedules were avail-
able on the platform and on the web-
site, or members could send a stamped
addressed envelope to her or to the
office. She hoped we would have lots
of entries for our shows this year. The
Performance Trials at The Linnels
would take place on 26 September -
schedules would be available later, at
the Stallion Show and on the website.
There were two small changes at the
Breed Show - the dressage class would
take place all day long, hopefully to
avoid queues later in the day. In the
Driving class, an extra set of rosettes
had been donated for exercise vehicles
as a sub-section of the class - she
hoped members would come and make
a good show. As always, she needed
stewards, but we particularly needed
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people to help put rings and tents up
and take them down. They would par-
ticularly value some younger, strong
people to help out. Volunteers should
get in touch with her, Mr and Mrs Brun-
skill or Mrs Charlton. Miss Longsdon
thanked all the Show sub-committee
for their work during the year. She
added that schedules for the Southern
Show and the Midlands East Spring
Show were also available today. Mrs
Hill said that schedules for Sandring-
ham were available also.

Mrs Jones, North West area, said that
they organised events jointly with the
Dales Pony Society area group - this
added strength to events. She referred
members to her report in the magazine
of the events of last year. This year’s
Cumbria Fell and Dales Show would be
on Saturday 29 May - classes would be
the same as last year and schedules
would be available soon on the web-
site. They were looking for help on the
previous day to set up, and also for
stewards. Stewarding was good experi-
ence for probationer judges so she en-
couraged anyone who was thinking of
applying for assessment to volunteer as
a steward. The Foal Show this year
would be on Saturday 13 November.

Mrs Walker, North East group, told
members of their pony camp weekend
which would be held at The Linnels
from 7 - 9 May. There were already 20
ponies entered and only 4 places left.
She had application forms available if
anyone was interested. The cost was
£80. They would be holding their sum-
mer picnic and Fell pony classes at
Hexham Native Pony Show. The quali-
fiers for the new Intergroup Champion-
ship would be at Hexham on 25 July
and Lanchester on 4 July. This year’s



pleasure ride would be on 3 October at
Hamsterley.

Miss Glass reported that the Mid-
land East group had had a busy year
and had held their usual dinners
through the winter. Their fun
shows for Fells and Fell Friends would
be starting shortly, and anyone inter-
ested should contact her or Denise
Bumford.

Miss Longsdon said that the Midlands
West report had inadvertently been
omitted from the magazine. The Der-
byshire Fell and Dales show at Bakewell
on Sunday 20 June would include
classes for Highlands this year - sched-
ules would be available shortly.

There were no representatives pre-
sent from the South East, South West

and Scottish groups.

Miss Longsdon told members that the
Society was organising a Judges Clinic
on Saturday 2 October at Moreton
Morrell which was about 10 miles south
of the Royal show ground. It was for
Fells, Dales and Highlands and was
open to all - the indoor school would
seat 250. Tickets would be £5 each
and would be available soon.

10  Any Other Business

Hilary Fell told members that the
Bridleways Society would be holding a
Spring Social on 1 May in Shap Memorial
Hall, with a talk from Janet Nie-
pokojczycka, a guest appearance from
a Shetland pack pony and a Jacobs Join
supper - tickets £5. On Sunday 16 May,
the day after the Stallion Show, the
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Packs & Tracks event would be held at
Dalemain, a real country gathering
with a great mix of horsey, environ-
mental, craft, musical and children’s
activities. The £6 entry fee would in-
clude entry to the gardens.

Mr Rawlinson told members that his
local vet would be willing to travel
round with him to microchip ponies for
£5 each if breeders provided their own
chips.

Miss Walker said that stallion service
books were available for collection af-
ter the meeting. Miss Longsdon
thanked her for the work she did col-
lating the records.

Mrs Robinson and Mrs Murray then
presented the awards for the 2009 Per-
formance Points. Miss Longsdon con-
gratulated the winners and encouraged
other members to take part.

After tea, Miss Longsdon welcomed
Professor Stuart Carter, Doctor June
Swinburne and Laura Fox-Clipsham who
had come to give their presentation on
Foal Immunodeficiency Syndrome, and
in recognition of their achievement,
she presented them with the Society’s
Queen Elizabeth trophy.

It was not possible to get an
earlier date. The time to get things
organised would be too short to be able
to make the event a success. We had
to consider however, that continuing
could mean that the chance of a
successful event would also be at risk
due to the fact that the number of
entries would be low. This would not
be good for the breed show itself, but
also the financial aspects could
become too much of a burden.
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We think you can understand why we
had some difficult decision-making to
do!

We started out in the strong belief
that this breed show at least should get
a chance to prove itself and we felt
that under these circumstances this
would not be the case. We were afraid
that continuing with the show would
result in an event that would miss the
goals we set out to reach. With regret
we decided not to go ahead with the
show in 2010.

What Makes a Horse?

The horse is creature of grace,
beauty and athletic talent. Swift yet
enduring, kind and willing, but with an
inclination to be flighty. Have you ever
wondered what makes a horse so?

All the aspects of a horse, from its
colour and pattern to its temperament
and athletic ability, are due to a
mixture of what it inherits from its
parents and how it is affected by the
environment, including its nutrition
and training. Some things, like colour
and pattern are mostly determined by
genes. Tests are now available for
horse breeders interested in colour and
pattern, and also for curbing the
spread of inborn diseases.

The basic behavioural patterns of a

horse have been hard-wired by
evolution, but can be modified in
domestic horses by both careful
breeding and training. Performance
ability is moderately influenced by
genes: any genetic potential for
greatness will only be realised if the
horse is properly cared for and trained
in a way that brings out the potential.
Genetic technology of various kinds
could influence the development of
performance horses, along with the
latest development in genetic
performance testing.

Colour Codes

We all have our favourite colours and
patterns, some of which are so popular
that they have societies dedicated to
their improvement. Several genes code
for horse colour and pattern. Much is
now known about many of them,
although we can expect the story of
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colour to continue to unfold over
coming years. Despite this the base
coat colours of black, brown, bay and
chestnut, are encoded by just two
genes.

We can think of the “base coat
colour” as being the underlying one,
which can be modified by other genes.
Grey horses, for example, start off a
base colour but turn white over time,
through a series of grey shades. .

One gene, called the extension gene,
determines whether black pigment is
present or if there's only reddy-brown
pigment, as in chestnut based horses.
Each horse has two copies of the gene,
one from its dam and one from its sire.
Like with many genes there are
alternative versions of the gene, called
alleles. In this case the alleles are
labelled E and e. The two copies a
particular horse has might be of the
same or different alleles, so that
horses have either genotype EE, Ee or
ee. Horses with two copies of a
particular allele are said to be
homozygous, those with one of each
(Ee) are said to be heterozygous.

Allele E allows black pigment to form,
so that horses of genotypes EE and Ee
have some black pigment. Horses with
genotype ee have no black pigment and
have a chestnut base coat. The allele E
is said to be dominant over e since
black pigment can form even in
heterozygous animals of genotype Ee.
Allele e is said to be recessive to E.
Chestnut horses are true-breeding for
chestnut when they are bred together,
since all foals must inherit the e allele
from both parents.




The agouti gene determines where
the black pigment will be, if there is
any (that is in horses of genotype EE
and Ee at the extension locus). The
agouti gene has three known alleles. It
may have at least one more, but this is
not proven. When the recessive black
allele is homozygous horses have a
uniformly black base coat. When there
is at least one copy of the dominant
bay allele the base coat is bay, with
black in the mane, tail and points.
Brown horses are homozygous for the
brown agouti allele, or have that allele
in conjunction with the black one. The
brown allele is dominant to black, but
recessive to bay. True-breeding black
horses must be homozygous at both the
extension gene and agouti gene (that is
of genotype EE aa).

Gene screens

There are now genetic screens
available for many colour and pattern
genes, to help with the choice of
breeding stock and prediction of foal
colours. Generally these are simple and
cheap, requiring you to pull some hairs
from the mane and send them off to a
laboratory. At the laboratory
geneticists extract the genetic material
from the hair roots and identify which
alleles are present for the genes being
tested.

Genetic tests are also available to
screen for carriers of genetic disorders,
which are well themselves but can
pass a disorder on to their foals. Many
genetic disorders are largely restricted
to horses of a particular breed or type.
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These include lethal white overo
syndrome, which can cause the death
of foals born to two overo “coloured”
horses and cerebellar abiotrophy, a
serious neurological disorder of Arabian
Horses.

Breeders should familiarise
themselves with their own breed to
identify which disorders their own
horses might be carriers of. The
occurrence of genetic disorders can
only decrease if people stop breeding
from carriers. The use of genetic
screening has already led to a
reduction of some disorders, including
equine combined immunodeficiency
disorder, which causes foal death in
Arabian horses.

Patterns of Behaviour

Undoubtedly the expertise of
handlers and riders plays a big part in
the nature of individual domesticated
horses, including their manners and
bravery. Nevertheless behaviour is at
least partly inherited, through the
numerous genes that influence the
development and functioning of the
brain, senses and nervous system.

Horses have evolved to be alert, ever
keeping a lookout for potential
predators. Those swift enough to
successfully escape danger survived to
breed, and to pass their survival
abilities on to their offspring. From this
we realize why even our domesticated
horses have a strong urge to run away
from anything they think is dangerous,
even if it is really just that odd looking
bush at the end of the lane!

Although natural selection favoured
successful runners there are
conceivable advantages to horses that
don’t run away unnecessarily. Running



takes energy, which needs conserving
when nutritious food is scarce. The
alternative pressures for and against
running are probably what has given
genetic variation for temperament, so
that some horses are more flighty while
others are quieter. The good news is
that we can therefore purposely breed
horses to be more docile.

Interestingly there may be
differences in temperament between
horses of different colours and pattern.
This is because some substances, such
as dopamine which regulates mood, are
involved in both brain function and
pigment metabolism, so that changes
in one are accompanied by changes in

for tameness has led to particular coat
patterns becoming common. Patterning
is associated with docility in foxes,
cats, dogs, hamsters, rats, cows and
birds, and might be in “coloured” and
“paint” horses too.

Autumn health watch—Atypical Myopathy

Rare disease

Unfortunately 2009 saw a dramatic
increase in the incidence of a
previously very rare disease in the UK.
Four cases affecting native breeds
were seen in the space of three days in
the Eden Valley in late November.
Atypical Myopathy, or Atypical
Myoglobinuria as it is also known, is an
acute disease that affects the muscles
of horses and ponies kept at grass,
usually occurring in autumn and early
winter, although Spring can be a high
risk time too. Sadly there is a high
mortality rate with reports varying
between 75% and 90%.

Poorly understood

Atypical Myopathy (AM) is still a
poorly understood condition. There are
reports of it having been recognised as
in the late 1930s with sporadic cases
since then. In recent years there has
been an increasing incidence of AM in
northern Europe and the UK. So far
there have been around 60 reported
cases in the UK, many more than in
previous years.

There is still no proven causative
agent although either a fungal toxin or
possibly a toxin produced by the
clostridia group of bacteria may be
responsible. Young horses and ponies
less than three years seem to be at
most risk, especially those around 18
months old, but there have been cases
reported in animals up to 15 years old.
Affected animals have normally been
kept permanently at grass. There may
be a link with damp/poorly drained
land and possibly with land containing
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many trees, particularly with a
significant amount of dead leaf litter
(perhaps due to fungal growth in such
conditions). Unvaccinated and poorly
wormed ponies may also be at higher
risk.

Signs

Animals affected show varying signs.
Some show signs very similar to colic
whereas others tend to show signs of
weakness and may be confused with
laminitis. This may be as subtle as
shifting weight from one foot to
another or slight trembling but can be
much more severe. Some cases are
found unable to get up in the field.

Darkly discoloured urine is strongly
suggestive of AM when seen with other
clinical signs. This is because
myoglobin, one of the by-products
released during breakdown of muscle
cells, is cleared through the kidneys
and released into the urine (myoglobin-
uria). Other signs may include a raised
respiratory rate and raised heart rate.
Strangely, for horses that are showing
severe disease, appetite seems to
remain quite good with some cases
willing to eat while too weak to lift
their head.

Confirmation of the diagnosis is via
blood samples which show large (often
massive) elevations in an enzyme
called CPK, which is also released as a
result of muscle breakdown. This is the
same enzyme that is elevated in horses
that have the condition known
variously as “tying up”/ azoturia/
Monday Morning disease. The key
difference is that AM sufferers tend to




have no history of exercise and the
elevations in CPK are generally much
more dramatic. Triglyceride, a fat
metabolism product, is also often high.

Risk of death

As far as is known death results from
respiratory or heart failure when the
heart or chest muscles become too
weak to maintain their function, but
many cases under treatment are
euthanased before this point is
reached. Myoglobin can cause severe
damage to the kidneys when present in
high quantities so kidney failure is
another risk, particularly in cases that
are not well hydrated.

Treatment

There is currently no specific
treatment to combat the disease.
Intravenous fluids help maintain kidney
function and assists the horse or pony
to pass as much myoglobin out in dilute
urine. Plentiful soft bedding is
essential as sufferers may spend many
hours a day lying down. Painkillers and
anti-inflammatories help keep pain
levels down, though it is unclear how
painful the condition is. Other
treatments such as oral carnitine,
injectable riboflavin or metronidazole
(an antibiotic that combats clostridia
bacteria) have been suggested as
possible useful treatments but none
have been proven to work.

Prevention

As far as prevention goes there are
several steps that can be taken to
reduce the risk, but unfortunately
some of them are not easy or practical
to apply. Once a horse or pony has
contracted AM the pasture concerned
should be considered high risk and
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ideally would not be grazed, especially
during autumn/winter (and perhaps
even spring). If this is not possible then
stabling for at least some of the day
and feeding concentrates appears to
reduce the risk.

Feeding hay

Supplementing grazing with hay
should help by reducing the intake of
grass, but if the hay is mouldy or fed
from the ground during damp
conditions it may increase the risk.
Permanent stabling is the safest option
but has significant cost implications
and will often also lead to a very bored
and frustrated horse or pony! While
taking all practical precautions is a
sensible step it should be remembered
that at this stage it is still a rare
disease. Over the coming months and
years we will find out whether we are
going to see an increasing number of
cases or whether this year has seen the
peak.

He took
to the cross country straight away and
went beautifully in the flatwork, but
when it came to the show jumping |
don’t think he could be bothered to e A ‘
even try to jump. He slouched over the 50-60cm jumps and did not try no matter
how hard | squeezed, kicked or smacked! When it came to the last day, when we
were show jumping we had an audience who laughed when he slouched and
cheered when he popped over it (by day 3 he was very tired).

So from then on, Ross was labelled as our pony club ‘entertainment’ as
everyone thought his personality was hilarious as well as his image when
jumping—Mane and Feathers flopping all over the place. During 2009 we had our
ups—getting 2nd in hand at Broughton show in the fell pony class—and our
downs—him figuring out how strong he is and using it as an advantage.

He gradually started to love jumping and we went to our pony club trophy
gymkhana and entered him into the 45cm jumping class. My mum also entered me
in the same class with my ‘old’ pony, Shadow, just in case | didn’t do so well on
Ross. | went into the ring thinking how awful it will be if everyone laughs, but to
my, and everyone else’s, amazement he flew round the course and went clear;
into the jump off. Ross went flying round, having one fence down. | went back to
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the trailer and started to un-tack only to hear my name being called out—we got
6th out of about 20 people! We received our rosette and everyone went into a
lap of honour and Ross decided a full blown gallop was needed. | didn’t want to
run into the horse in front so | tried turning him in a circle.. He said “No thanks,”
and decided to go straight for the double, clearing both elements on the way out.
We got so many cheers and claps, and everyone still reminds us of that class.

Ever since Ross came to us Judith Williamson has always kept in touch and
helped as much as possible. We are looking forward to doing the Fell pony classes
in 2010 as we can then show the Williamson family that Ross can, when he puts
his mind to it, be the pony that we all want him to be.

Ponies Get Fell-Fixing Job

The Fix the Fells path repair team
recently [26 April 2010] had some
unlikely volunteers helping them. Five
Cumbrian Fell ponies joined the fixers
for a day to transport helicopter lift
bags to a remote site in Ennerdale.

Each pony carried 30 lift bags on pack
saddles from Whins Farm in Ennerdale
to Starling Dodd, a distance of three
and a half miles with an ascent of

In total 150 bags were moved in just
three hours. The team usually manage
to carry ten bags each, so it would
have taken them five trips up and
down to do the same amount of work
without their equine helpers!

Skye to Smithfield

Skye to Smithfield
in the footsteps of the drovers

On 27th June 2010, Vyv Wood-Gee
set off on horseback to follow in the
footsteps of the drovers from Skye to
Smithfield Market in London.
Travelling at the same pace as the
drovers, Vyv was researching on the
hoof how much has changed since the
days when cattle were walked 1,000
miles to market. Vyv is also raising
money for charity through her ride.
Every penny raised will go to Cancer
Research UK.

For hundreds of years, droving was an
essential part of our culture, and
fundamental to the British economy.
Droving underpinned the development
of banking and many of the roads and
tracks we still use today.

From her starting point at Dunvegan,
where the cattle were unloaded from
the Outer Hebrides, Vyv’s journey
followed as closely as possible the main
routes taken by the drovers, crossing
the Sound of Sleat to the mainland at
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Glenelg, south through the Highlands,
over the Pentland Hills and Southern
Uplands to the North Tyne.

The Hambledon Drove took her on
south to York, from where she headed
via Spalding to the traditional fattening
grounds for Scottish cattle around
Norwich before the final leg to London.

In keeping with the drovers, Vyv
carried everything she needed with her
rather than having an accompanying
support vehicle (but planned on eating
more than oatmeal and onions and was
not knitting stockings along the way as
the drovers did)!

Filming for Countryfile

| received a phone call a few weeks
